Senior Wardenõs View 

 
 I would like to begin by thanking my St. Cyprianõs family for electing me to another term 
on the vestry. I would like to thank the current vestry members for electing me to serve as Senior 
Warden. I am extremely honored to serve as Senior Warden of this parish and for our rector. I say 
this because the Senior Warden is the priestõs warden ñ the lay person in the church who supports 
the priest, while the Junior Warden is the peopleõs warden, and supports the life of the church as he 
assists the people. 
 The day that I was elected I thought of the duties that lay ahead. I prayed long and hard 
and asked Godõs guidance in fulfilling the duties of this position. I know that He will guide and help 
me, as he always does, as he did when I served as Junior Warden. 
 The diocesan directive below summarizes the duties. 
ƵMeet regularly with the rector to review the life and work of the congregation, plan ahead, antici-
pate and resolve problems;  
ƵProvide leadership in the vestry to identify the vision, mission and goals of the congregation, 
make and implement plans, assess progress and celebrate achievements;  
ƵProvide leadership in the congregation by demonstrating a consistent positive attitude that seeks 
to solve problems and learn from mistakes, recognizes accomplishments and gives thanks for 
those things that build community and further the mission of the Church;  
ƵPray daily for the rector, leaders and members of the congregation;  
ƵBe available to discuss any and all concerns with the rector; maintain confidentiality where appro-
priate;  
ƵBe available to discuss any and all concerns with members of the congregation; avoid making 
hasty judgments, encourage complainants to speak to those involved, discuss problems with the 
rector;  
ƵIn cases where the rector, staff or vestry is beleaguered or unfairly criticized, foster understanding 
and reconciliation and distribute accurate information; 
ƵIn cases where the rector is overworked, disregarding his/her health and well-being and that of the 
family, encourage the rector to take corrective steps, solicit the vestryõs support in reducing work-
load, adding staff, or funding a sabbatical as appropriate; 
ƵAssist in identifying persons for leadership roles, and participate in inviting them to serve in those 
roles; 
ƵBe prepared to assist the rector or to step in and do what is necessary, i.e., make an announce-
ment, write a letter; 
ƵWith the rector, announce the bishopõs pending visit and prepare a report on the spiritual and 
temporal state of the congregation to be discussed with the bishop during the bishopõs visitation

Annual meeting of lay and clerical representatives from the parishes and missions of a diocese to elect 

members of committees and deputies to General Convention, make decisions about diocesan policy, con-

duct other diocesan business, and, from time to time, elect a bishop for the diocese.
